TREE FELLED — STORM EUNICE (p).

Unfortunately, a large Cedar in Swanscombe Park was badly damaged during Storm
Eunice (18 February). A tree consultant was asked to investigate the damage and it
was recommended, for the reasons contained in the attached report, that the tree be
felled.

In consultation with the Town Mayor and Chairman of Recreation, Leisure and
Amenities Committee it was agreed for this to be undertaken and that x2 replacement
trees would be sourced and planted in Swanscombe Park.
